Since the emergence of organized human settlements 9000 years ago, cities have provided the
stage for human civilizations (from civitas: the social body of citizens) and politics (from polis:
citadel). Simultaneously, cities have been sites of conflict, inequality, and unsustainable growth. This
event brings together the discourses on visual and spatial arts, with those on literary and
performing arts, approaching cities as multisensory phenomena and sites of human interaction. The
presentations are arranged as dialogue talks in two pairs of cities (Naples and London, Algiers and
Athens), where each speaker will present on one city through their own disciplinary/methodological
lens (painting, engraving, theatre, cinema, architecture, photography) followed by a discussion.
